The "Cap des Palmes" is a robust and comfortable aluminum sailboat,
designed from the outset for navigation in high latitudes by the Dutch
shipyard Jongert.

The yacht has several living areas and a deck saloon that allows you to
sail in polar conditions while remaining well sheltered.

It is equipped with all the necessary equipment to sail comfortably and
in complete autonomy and the three guest cabins each have a
spacious bathroom.

The boat is completely insulated and equipped with a highly effective
heating.

It is also an environmentally friendly vessel thanks to its hydrogeneration system that allows its battery bank
to be charged without the use of fossil energy and its wastewater treatment unit that limits discharges into

sensitive areas.

The crew has its own saloon and two cabins to respect the privacy of the guests.
To stay connected with loved ones, the boat is equipped with high-speed internet via Starlink and a backup

Iridium antenna.
